Book an 
appointment with your dentist to refit loose dentures.

•	 Keep your denture out of reach of dogs. They are 
attracted to scent and think it is a treat.

•	 Never use glue to repair a denture. It will cause further 
damage to the denture and your oral tissues. We 
cannot repair a denture that has been super-glued 
together.

•	 Keep your previous denture handy or have a spare 
made, as a Plan B.
